Vehicle Restrictions

The association receives many complaints
about parked vehicles. Please remember that
you should not park in a way that blocks
sidewalks, driveways, or emergency access.
Vehicles must not be parked on the grass.
This includes boats and trailers.

Also, any vehicles parked in the street or in
your driveway must be drivable.

Commercial Vehicles

The LLA restrictions prohibit the parking of
vehicles such as semi-cabs and trailers, dump trucks,
delivery vans and catering/food trucks in our
neighborhood.

These oversized vehicles block the sidewalks or
make it difficult for other vehicles to pass on the
street. This is especially dangerous for fire trucks and
ambulances that may need to get through in a hurry.
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The Longview Lake Association, Inc. is composed of all homeowners in the Longview Lake Estates. The Association is
governed by a volunteer Board of Directors which are elected at large by all members on the second Thursday of

November each year.
